Introduction.  This class is designed to help you bridge the gap between B6605, Theory of War, and B6606, Conduct of War, and the application of tactics at TBS.  B6605, Theory of War, taught the Marine Corps warfighting philosophy and the principles of maneuver warfare; B6606, Conduct of War, covered the practical application of the principles of maneuver warfare.  This class will discuss those tactical concepts common to all Marine Corps operations that help ensure successful execution at the tactical level.

The successful execution of Marine Corps tactics requires the thoughtful application of a number of tactical concepts to achieve success on the battlefield.  The key tactical concepts are

· Achieving a decision

· Gaining advantage

· Being faster

· Adapting

· Cooperating

· Exploiting success

· Finishing

This class will look in-depth at each of these tactical concepts and identify the commonality that exists between these concepts and their application in both defensive and offensive operations.
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
