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Introduction: Your exposure to infiltration operations at IOC will consist of a two-hour period of instruction usually given in the fifth week. Additionally, you will be required to conduct at least one infiltration operation at some point during the course.   

Purpose: To provide a familiarization of infiltration operations. The infiltration package will be a mix of training and education that should allow you to answer the following.


1.  What is an infiltration?


2.  What is the difference between an infiltration and “infiltration tactics”


3.  Have our enemies traditionally used infiltration operations against us?


4.  Has the U.S. effectively used infiltration operations? Can you give examples? 


5.  What tactical situations favor an infiltration?


6.  How would you plan and conduct an infiltration operation at the company or platoon level?


7.  What control measures are necessary to conduct an infiltration?


8.  How would you defend against an infiltration?


9.  What inherent qualities must an infantry unit (regardless of size) posses IOT successfully accomplish infiltration operations?


10.  What type of training is necessary to conduct successful infiltration operations?
