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Introduction:  Since the Vietnam War, the Marine Corps has been conducting search and rescue operations in order to recover downed aircraft, personnel and sensitive equipment.  As current and future operations focus on the littoral regions of the world, the Marine Corps may find itself as a force of choice when the need for a TRAP arises.  
Purpose:  The purpose of the TRAP instruction is to expose the student to the basic capabilities of a TRAP force.  First, the classroom instruction is intended to provide all students with general information about the capabilities of a TRAP force and secondly to inform the student officer of the numerous missions associated and related to the execution of the TRAP mission.
