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INTRODUCTION:  The use of combat demolitions has been an integral part of warfare for many years.  Although some of the tactics, techniques and procedures have changed, the fundamentals of combat demolitions have remained the same.  Marine infantrymen will continue to find themselves in situations where demolitions are required, and yet at the same time will not have access to combat engineers.  Therefore, it is vitally important that all infantrymen have a solid understanding and working knowledge of basic combat demolitions.


Whether the situation calls for the use of standard demolitions to blow a breach in a minefield or a smaller charge to blow a hole in a wall in a low intensity urban environment, the rifle platoon commander will still need to be the platoon's primary demolitions trainer for his Marines.  Operating at either end of the intensity spectrum will require these leaders to be innovative, aggressive and able to adapt to changing situations.
PURPOSE:  The purpose of the combat demolitions package at IOC is several fold: 1) to reinforce and review the basic technical knowledge and experience from the BOC; 2) to introduce the students to different types of field expedient charges; 3) to give the students maximum "hands-on" time in preparing, employing, and detonating their charges; and 4) to have the students incorporate demolitions in support of a ground combat scheme of maneuver.
